Presently, the United States’ arsenal includes nearly 1 billion cluster bombs also known as bomblets. These bomblets can easily kill all living creatures within a specific area as large as several football fields. 

In the last 15 years, the United States has used cluster bombs in civilian areas in the former Yugoslavia, Afghanistan and Iraq, killing and wounding untold numbers of persons, our sisters and brothers.

I urge you to cosponsor the Cluster Munitions Civilian Protection Act, H.R. 1755.
This Act would ban the use of cluster munitions in or near civilian populated areas, would prohibit the expenditure of government funds for the use, sale and transfer of inaccurate and unreliable cluster bombs, and require those governments using US made cluster munitions to plan for quick clean up of unexploded bomblets.

I hope that all cluster bombs will be banned soon.
